Listed below are the scholarships awarded by the Virginia DAR. No affiliation with the State or National Societies is necessary to qualify for these scholarships. DAR members’ children are also eligible to apply.

American History Scholarship

Application forms are included in the national packet. Please follow instructions on the form. A high school senior in the upper one-third of the class AND planning to major in American History may apply. The applicant shall submit with the application:

1. A letter of not more than 1,000 words setting forth the reasons for desiring an education in American History.

2. A transcript of grades, class rank (if applicable and available) and test scores (SAT or ACT), extra-curricular activities and honors received.

3. The financial need form.

4. A recommendation from the principal or guidance counselor and the instructor in American History.
