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NSDAR awards the following scholarships through the DAR Scholarship Committee. All applicants must be citi- zens of the United States and must attend, or plan to attend, an accredited college or university in the United States. All four-year, or more, scholarships must be for consecutive years, and are renewable only upon review and approval of annual transcript by respective NSDAR Chairman. Applicants must obtain a letter of sponsorship from their local DAR Chapter. (Cathe Rafferty, Mrs. James J, is the current Virginia State Chairman of DAR Scholarships. Her email is: cathe@catherafferty.com; her address is 10101 Sanders Ct, Great Falls, VA 22066-2526.) Application forms for all scholarships may be obtained by sending a self addressed stamped envelope to the Office of Committees, NSDAR, 1776 D Street NW, Washington, DC 20006-5303. Any requests received without the SASE will be destroyed. Information on American Indian Scholar-ship available through the American Indian Committee can be obtained in the same manner by specifying American Indian Scholarships on the outside envelope. 

Only applications completed correctly and submitted in one package will be considered. Incorrect applications are discarded and no records are returned. Scholarships are awarded regardless of race, religion, sex or national origin. Personal photographs must not be submitted. Only winners are notified by the National DAR Scholarship Chairman following the approval of a ruling by the Executive Committee of NSDAR- 

Some consecutive-year renewals require additional Executive Committee rulings, and require that an official transcript be sent from the school to the National DAR Scholarship Chairman, please note this. Students are eligible for one scholarship only from NSDAR. 

Awards are placed on deposit with the college or university; any unused portion shall be returned to the NSDAR. Awards are based on academic excellence, commitment to field of study, and/or financial need, or other restrictions on specific scholarships. No affiliation with DAR is necessary unless specified. The National DAR Scholarship Chairman, must receive all applications, except for the American History Scholarship, by the deadline indicated for the specific scholarship. 

POLITICAL SCIENCE, HISTORY, GOVERNMENT AND ECONOMICS SCHOLARSHIPS

DR. AURA-LEE A. PITTENGER AMERICAN HISTORY SCHOLARSHIP - A scholarship in the amount of $2,000 each year for up to four consecutive years to a graduating high school senior who will have a concentrated study of a minimum of 24 credit hours in American History or American Government. This award is intended to promote the study of history among our finest students. United States citizens residing abroad may apply through a Units Overseas Chapter. American History Scholarships are first judged at the state level. Only State Winners are eligible for judging on the Division level. Division level First and Second place winners are judged on the National level. DEADLINE: February 1, to State Chairman, DAR Scholarship. 

ENID HALL GRISWOLD MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP - A one time $1,000 Scholarship awarded to deserv- ing students accepted or enrolled in an accredited college or university in the United States who are majoring in Political Science, History, Government or Economics. The educational scholarship will be made one time upon rec- ommendation of the National Chairman of the DAR Scholarship Committee with approval of the Executive Committee. DEADLINE: February 15. 

J.E. CALDWELL CENTENNIAL SCHOLARSHIP - A one time $2,000 Scholarship awarded to outstanding students pursuing a course of graduate study in the field of historic preservation. This award is made possible through J.E. Caldwell and Co., official jewelers of the NSDAR, in honor of the DAR Centennial. This scholarship is funded directly by Caldwell and is awarded during Continental Congress. DEADLINE: February 15. 
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NURSING SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIPS

These are one time awards of $500. It is only necessary to submit one application for consideration for any award in this group or for the Madeline Picket Halbert Cogswell Nursing Scholarship listed under Special Scholarships. 

CAROLINE E. HOLT NURSING SCHOLARSHIP  - A one time $500 Scholarship for students who are in financial need and desire to attend or are attending an accredited school of nursing. A letter of acceptance into the Nursing Program or the transcript stating that the applicant is enrolled in the Nursing Program must be included with the application. DEADLINE: February 15 or August I5. 

MILDRED NUTTING SCHOLARSHIP - A one time $500 Scholarship for students who are in financial need and who have been accepted or are currently enrolled in an accredited school of nursing. A letter of acceptance into the Nursing Program or the transcript stating that the applicant is in the Nursing Program must be enclosed with the application. Preference will be given to candidates from the greater Lowell, MA, area. DEADLINE: February 15 or August 15. 

0CCUPATIONAL THERAPY SCHOLARSHIP - A one time $500 Scholarship for students who are in financial need and have been accepted or are attending an accredited school of Occupational Therapy including art, music or physical therapy. A letter of acceptance into the Occupational Therapy Program or the transcript stating the applicant is in the Occupational Therapy Program must be included with the application. DEADLINE: February 15 or August 15. 

MEDICAL SCHOLARSHIPS

These awards are in the amount of $5,000 annually for up to four years, with a maximum of $20,000 total. These awards are available only in consecutive four year increments. It is only necessary to submit one application for consideration for any award in this group. 

IRENE AND DAISY MACGREGOR SCIFOLARSHIP - A $5,000 Scholarship awarded for up to four years to students of high scholastic standing and character who have been accepted into or are pursuing an approved course of study to become a medical doctor (no pre med) at an approved, accredited medical school. It is also available to students who have been accepted into or who are pursuing an approved course of study in psychiatric nursing, grad- uate level, at accredited medical schools, colleges or universities. There is a preference to females “if equally quali- fied." DEADLINE: April 15. 

ALICE W. ROOKE SCHOLARSHIP - A $5,000 Scholarship awarded for up to four years to students who have been accepted into or who are pursuing an approved course of study to become a medical doctor (pre-med does not qualify) at approved, accredited medical schools, colleges and universities. DEADLINE: April 15. 

SPECIFIC SCHOLARSHIPS

MARGARET HOWARD HAMILTON SCHOLARSHIP - A $1,000 scholarship awarded for up to four years to a graduating high school senior who has been accepted into the Harvey and Bernice Jones Learning Center, housing the Ben D. Caudle Learning Program University of the Ozarks, Clarksville, Arkansas. Applications must be requested directly from the Learning Center upon acceptance into their program for learning disabled students. DEADLINE: April 15. 

LILLIAN AND ARTHUR DUNN SCHOLARSHIP - A $2,000 scholarship awarded for up to four years to well qualified, deserving sons and daughters of members of the NSDAR for four years of college. Outstanding recipients will be considered for an additional period of up to four years of study. DAR Member Number of mother must be on the Application. DEADLINE: February 15. 

MADELINE PICKET HALBERT COGSWELL NURSING SCHOLARSHIP ( A one time $500 Scholarship for students who have been accepted or are currently attending an accredited school of nursing, who are members of NSDAR, descendants of members of NSDAR, or are eligible to be members of NSDAR. A letter of acceptance into the Nursing Program or the transcript stating that the applicant is in the Nursing Program must be included with the application. DAR Member Number must be on the Application. DEADLINE: February 15 or August 15. 
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
